2. Terminal B & Terminal 4: Airline Gate Impacts
e Airline Gate 151 in Terminal B and Airline Gate 41 in Terminal 4 are scheduled to close this
Thursday, July 1 to facilitate the installation of underground utilities for the American Airlines
Terminal 4 Power Upgrade and Fire Water Loop Extension project
Both gates are scheduled to re-open on December 16, 2021
Passenger hold rooms and seating inside the concourses are not impacted by this construction
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Gate 151 & Gate 41 Closed July 1 — December 16, 2021
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3. Terminal 5.5: Construction Progress
e The Terminal 5.5 Core project continues to make progress with ongoing structural
e Upon completion, the Terminal 5.5 building will provide connectivity between Terminals 5 and
6, including enhanced vertical circulation, as well as a pedestrian bridge to the Automated
People Mover’s Center Station (similar to the current pedestrian bridge work at Terminal 4.5)
e As construction continues, drop-off and pick-up lanes on the Arrivals and Departures Levels are
being used as temporary pedestrian walkways; traffic is maintained at all times
